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AMENDED AND RESTATED BYLAWS OF
BRADEN CASTLE ASSOCIATION, INC.

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS:

That heretofore, Braden Castle Association, Inc. (the “Association”) is the not-for-profit
corporation formed under Chapter 617, Florida Statutes, for the purpose of governing the affairs
of the owners of property within the Braden Castle Park community in accordance with Chapter
720, Florida Statutes. The Original Restrictions were recorded in Official Records Book 356,
Pages 397 et seq., and the Plat for the community was recorded in Plat Book 9, Pages 57 — 58,
all in the Public Records of Manatee County, Florida. The members of the have found it
necessary to amend the Bylaws, originally adopted as the Constitution and Bylaws of Braden
Castle Association, Inc., and have adopted these Amended and Restated Bylaws.

The Amended and Restated Bylaws are a substantial rewording of the Associations’
Bylaws. See the previous Bylaws for former text.

ARTICLE |
IDENTIFICATION AND PURPOSE

1.1 Name: These are the Bylaws of Braden Castle Association, Inc., a corporation
not-for-profit organized and existing under the laws of Florida, hereinafter called "Association.”
The Association was originally incorporated under a Charter granted May 5, 1924.

1.2 Location: The office of the Association shall be located in Braden Castle Park,
in the City of Bradenton, Florida, within Manatee County, Florida, or as otherwise designated
from time to time by the Board of Directors.

1.3 Purpose: The Association has been organized for the purpose of perpetuating
the maintenance of, preservation and management of the Lots and Association Property within
Braden Castle Park, a subdivision located within Manatee County, Florida in accordance with
the Declaration of Restrictions of Braden Castle Park, as it may be amended from time to time.

14 Fiscal Year: The fiscal year of the Association shall be the calendar year.

ARTICLE |l
MEMBERSHIP

241 Qualification: The Membership of the Association is limited to Record Owners
of fee title to the Lots in Braden Castle Park, as recorded in Plat Book 9, Pages 57 — 58, in the
Public Records of Manatee County, Florida. The terms “Member” and “Owner” as used in this
document shall mean the record title owner of such parcels. All Members, and their tenants,
guests, occupants, and invitees must comply with all obligations of membership as set forth in
the Association’s Governing Documents and Florida law. All prospective owners must receive
prior Association approval before obtaining title to any Lot in accordance with the terms of the
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
